We have audited the basic financial statements of the Village of Huntley, Illinois as of and for the
year ended December 31, 2007, and have issued our report thereon dated May 9, 2008. These
financial statements are the responsibility of the Village’s management. Our responsibility is to
express an opinion on the eligibility for costs incurred incidental to the implementation of the
redevelopment plan and redevelopment projects associated with the Huntley Redevelopment
Project District pursuant to Subsection (q) of Section 11-74.4-3 of the Illinois Tax Increment
Redevelopment Allocation Act.

Our audit was made in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United
States of America. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the basic financial statements are free of material
misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting
principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
financial statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our
opinion.

The Village of Huntley, Illinois’ management is responsible for the Village’s compliance with
laws and regulations. In connection with our audit referred to above, we selected and tested
transactions and records to determine the Village’s compliance with State of Illinois Public Act
85-1142, “An Act in Relation to Tax Increment Financing.”

The results of our test indicated that for the items tested, the Village of Huntley, Illinois complied
with Subsection (q) of Section 11-74.4-3 of Public Act 85-1142.
